The following exchange is a bit technical but is a typical email discussion thread concerning GRAMCORD:

"An example of the kind of thing that I thought a program would be helpful for was, for a recent presentation at SBL, I wanted to show that there is no other case in the Bible, as in the juncture of Exod 1925/201, where a vayyomer (plus or minus subject) + 'el- (1925 b). is used absolutely (i.e.--without citation provided) and then followed immediately by an initial wayyedaber (201). I just put together this search in GC...took about 15-30 seconds to construct and less that a second to run...and you are correct, the Exod 1925/201 example was the only hit."
